SECTION II – PURPOSE, INTENT AND DISTRICT INFORMATION

1. Purpose and Intent
A. The Weslaco Independent School District (herein after referred to as “Weslaco ISD” or “District”) is seeking to hire a professional consultant with demonstrated expertise and experience in engineering services directly related with high school student engineering projects.  

B. Each response shall contain sufficient detail to show that the firm or individual has the ability, experience, and staff to accomplish the requested services.

C. Our intention is to review and rank all qualifications submitted; and recommend one vendor/firm to be hired for the service being requested and detailed in the General Scope of Work section.
2. District Information
A. The Weslaco Independent School District is located in Weslaco, Texas, a south Texas region known as the Rio Grande Valley.  We encompass approximately 55 square miles. Weslaco ISD enjoys a diverse student population and strong community partnerships, educates over 17,400 students in grades Pre-K through 12 and employs approximately 2,500 full time staff.  The District has four (4) high schools, (4) middle schools and (10) elementary schools.
SECTION III – STATEMENT OF WORK

1. General Information
A. The District is seeking a consultant to:

1. Provide a direct Apprenticeship Program for Migrant Students

2. The Apprenticeship Program is directly related to and specifically focused in the engineering field.
3. Apprenticeship must include projects that are designed to engage students in solving “real-world” issues that affect their community; 
4. The consultant will engage in projects approved by Weslaco ISD and aligned with the district curriculum  

5. Must be able to accommodate 15-25 high school students at one time.
B. Consultant must have a workshop large enough to accommodate 15-25 students appropriately spaced from each other.
C. Students must be able to safely meet and work at the consultant’s workshop.
D. Location of consultant’s workshop must be within the Weslaco, Texas city limits or in an adjacent city with a short travel distance.
2. Scope of Work/Services
The consultant must provide the following:
A. Consultant should have the appropriate facility and equipment to provide the necessary practical engineering experience for the benefit of the students
B. The consultant will provide direct training and instruction to the students no less than two (2) times per week for up to a 3-hour period for each class session

C. Provide guidance and preparation for migrant students that is directly aligned with the Career and Technology Education (CTE) course being offered by Weslaco ISD (Project Based Research)
D.  Will coordinate all daily apprenticeship activities with CTE teacher(s) and other district staff

E. Assist with designing and implementing curriculum related to increasing student’s skills and knowledge based on the agreed and approved engineering project

F. Provide all of the required equipment and supplies for student’s use associated with the approved engineering projects.
G. Meet with stakeholders if and when necessary.
H. Submit records and reports (as requested) for verification of the students’ attendance, participation, conduct, and progress. 

3. Change in Scope of Services
A. Weslaco ISD may amend the scope of services based on discussions with the successful vendor/firm if it is in the best interest of the District.

B. The vendor/firm shall not vary the scope of the service to be provided under this agreement without the District’s written consent to such variation and shall inform the District of any effect that such variation may have on the fees, expenses or time required to perform the service.

4. Firm Team Requirements
A. The vendor/firm shall provide the name(s) of the person(s) that will be directly involved as part of the team during entirety of the project.  The vendor/firm shall provide the necessary information to show that team members have the necessary skill set required, to accomplish the scope of work described in this RFQ.

B. Weslaco ISD shall have the right to replace the vendor/firm, thus terminating services, or request any member of the vendor/firm’s team, including sub-consultants, be replaced with a thirty (30) day written notification.
