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Scope of Work
This proposal is for door repair and or replacements at Weslaco High School.  The doors are specifically located in the G-Wing and the Sepulveda Gymnasium.  Listed below is specifics as to the work being requested.
Note: Definition of “Set” in this proposal means a double door entry way.

1. Replacement of six (6) sets of double doors – 
· Two (2) sets -  at the Weslaco High School G–Wing; and, 
· Four (4) sets – at Sepulveda Gymnasium Complex.
This includes the replacement of all existing center mullions and the addition of center mullions to the doors that do not have them.
2. A total of three (3) center mullions shall be key removable type.

· One (1) at the G-Wing - west side doors shall have one key removable mullion installed.

· Two (2) at the Sepulveda Gymnasium – one at the southwest double door set and one on the northwest double door set.

· The rest of the center mullions shall be regular type.
3. All door hardware shall be Von Duprin brand where applicable.
4. The Sepulveda Gymnasium doors are bronze, and the G-Wing doors are aluminum.
5. Replace all site lite glass as indicated on the sketches.  The doors for the Sepulveda Gymnasium shall include glass to match existing.  The G-Wing additional glass indicated to be replaced shall match the door glass provided.
6. No frames are to be replaced at this time.  The sketches show frames but are for reference purposed only.
7. The contractor is responsible for and shall field verify all dimensions provided.
8. Refer to the sketches attached – Exhibit #1.
PART 1 - HARDWARE

DESCRIPTION OF WORK

A.
Work under this section comprises of furnishing and installing hardware specified herein and noted on drawings for a complete and operational system, including any electrified hardware components, systems, controls and hardware for aluminum entrance doors.  Any door shown on the drawing and not specifically referenced in the hardware sets shall be provided with identical hardware as specified on other similar openings and shall be included in the finish hardware suppliers bid. All fire rated door shall be provided with fire rated hardware as required by local code Authority as part of the hardware supplier’s base bid. The hardware supplier shall verify all cylinder types specified for locking devices supplied as part of the door system with the door manufacturer and/or door supplies.

B.
The General Contractor and Hardware Supplier shall notify the Architect and/or Weslaco ISD in writing of any discrepancies (five (5) days prior to bid date) that could and/or would result in hardware being supplied that is none functional, hardware specified and/or hardware that has not been specified that will result in any code violations and any door that is not covered in this specification. Failure of the general contractor and hardware supplier to address any such issue shall be considered acceptance of the hardware specified and all discrepancies shall be corrected at the general contractor’s and hardware supplier’s expense and considered a part of their base bid. Change orders shall not be issued if deemed by the Architect and/or Weslaco ISD to fall under and/or be covered as a part of the supplier’s base bid, due to failure to comply with this instruction notification.

Provide out-swinging door hinges with non-removable pins or security studs as called for in 3.02 Hardware Sets.

Furnish three (3) hinges up to 90 inches high and one (1) additional hinge for every 30 inches or fraction thereof.

Provide size 4½” x 4½” for all 1¾” thick doors up to and including 36 inches wide. Doors over 1¾” through 2¼” thick, use 5” x 5” hinges. Doors over 36 inches use 5” x 4½” unless otherwise noted in 3.02 Hardware Sets.

F.
